Nevertheless, you
still need to use your medicine carefully to get the best results.
o Keep this leaflet. You may need to read it again.
e If you have any further questions, ask your doctor or pharmacist.
¢ This medicine has been prescribed for you only. Do not pass it on to others. It may harm them,
even if their symptoms are the same as yours.
¢ You must contact a doctor if your symptoms worsen or do not improve after 7 days.
o If any of the side effects get serious, talk to your doctor or pharmacist. This includes any
possible side effects not listed in this leaflet.

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1. What Allergon is and what it is used for

Pharmacotherapeutic group:
Allergon contains Chlorpheniramine Maleate, which belongs to a group of medicines called antihistamines.

Therapeutic indications:
Allergon is used to relieve the symptoms of allergic reactions, such as:
e [tching and redness of the skin and swelling associated with allergies.

e Insect bites.
e Hay fever and other allergic conditions including reactions to food and medicines.
e Year round sneezing and runny nose.

2. Before you take Allergon Syrup

Do not take Allergon

x |f your child is under 1 year

x If your child is having an asthma attack

x |f your child is allergic to any of the ingredients, or any other antihistamines (your child may have had a
rash, difficulty breathing, swollen lips or face after taking them).

x If your child is taking monoamine oxidase inhibitors (for depression) or has taken them in the last 14 days

Other medicines and Allergon
Before you give this medicine, make sure that you tell the pharmacist about any other medicines you might be giving
your child at the same time, particularly the following: Other antihistamines

e Strong painkillers

o Sleeping tablets
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e Tranquillisers, antidepressants or other medicines for mental problems
¢ Phenytoin (for epilepsy)
¢ Atropine

I Take special care with Allergon. Talk to your pharmacist or doctor:
e If your child has epilepsy, heart or circulatory disease, liver problems.
e If your child has high blood pressure or glaucoma.

e If your child has asthma, bronchitis or bronchiectasis.
e If your child has an overactive thyroid.

e If your child has difficulty passing urine.

e If your child has an obstruction in their intestine.

e If your child has a rare blood disease called porphyria

Pregnancy and breastfeeding:
Do not take this medicine.

Information for adults intending to take Allergon:
¢ Talk to your pharmacist or doctor if you are a man with prostate problems.
¢ Driving and using machines: This medicine may cause drowsiness. If affected do not drive or operate
machinery. Avoid alcoholic drink.

Important information about some of the ingredients of Allergon syrup:
Allergon Syrup Contains:
e Sucrose: If you have been told by your doctor that you have an intolerance to some sugars, contact your
doctor before taking this medicinal product.
e Methyl paraben & Propyl paraben: May cause allergic reactions (possibly delayed).

3. How to take Allergon

» Always use this medicine exactly as instructed in this leaflet. Check with your doctor or pharmacist if
you are not sure.

» Give this medicine to your child to swallow.

v" Recommended dose unless otherwise prescribed by the physician.

Age How much How often to give
to give
Children of 12 to 23 2.5 ml Up to 2 times in 24 hours, if
months. you need to.
Children of 2to 5 2.5 ml Up to 6 times in 24 hours, if
years. you need to.
Children of 6 to 11 5mi Up to 6 times in 24 hours, if
years you need to.
Children of 12 years 10 ml Up to 6 times in 24 hours, if
and over, and other. you need to.

» Do not give more often than every 4 to 6 hours

» Do not give to children under 1 year.

» Do not give more than the amount recommended above.

> If symptoms do not go away within 5 days talk to your pharmacist or doctor.

If you give too much
Talk to your doctor or go to your nearest hospital casualty department straight away. Take the medicine

and this leaflet with you to help identification.

If you have any further questions on the use of this product, ask your doctor or pharmacist.
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4. Possible Side Effects

Like all medicines, Allergon can cause side effects, although not everybody gets them.

You may notice the following:

e Drowsiness (which may make your child fall asleep)

e Dizziness, blurred vision, headaches, fits

e Dry mouth, difficulty in passing urine, sweating

e Skin rash, sensitivity to sunlight, other allergic reactions

e Indigestion, stomach pain, loss of appetite

e Tremors, muscle pain or weakness, impaired movement or co-ordination, pins and needles

e Change in heart rate, palpitations, low blood pressure, ringing in the ears, hair loss

¢ Blood problems such as anaemia, weariness

e Sleep disturbance

e Liver problems (which may cause yellowing of the skin or eyes)

e Chest pain

e Cough, phlegm on the chest — these may be caused by thickened bronchial secretions (mucous)
in your lungs

e Difficulty concentrating, irritability, depression

e Hyperactivity in children

e Confusion in the elderly

Very young children and elderly adults may be more likely to get some of these side effects.

Reporting of side effects

¢ If any of the side effects gets serious, or if you notice any side effects not listed in this leaflet, please tell your
doctor or pharmacist.

5. How to store Allergon

¢ Keep the medicine out of the reach of children.

e Store in the original container at temperature below 25°C.

e The syrup is good for use for 2 months after first opening of the bottle.

¢ Do not use this medicine after the expiry date shown on the carton. The expiry date refers to the last day of
that month.

¢ Do not throw away any medicines via waste water or household waste. Ask your pharmacist how to throw
away medicines you no longer use. These measures will help protect the environment.

6. Contents of the pack & other further information

What Allergon contains:
The active substance is: Chlorpheniramine Maleate 2mg/5ml
Preservatives: Methyl paraben and propyl paraben.

What Allergon looks like and contents of the pack:
Allergon Syrup is a green clear syrup. It is available in a plastic bottle (PET) of 100 ml syrup.
