PARAMOL

Suppositories & Tablets

Composition:
Each infant suppository contains:

Paracetamol 150 mg
Each child suppository contains:
Paracetamol 300 mg
Each tablet contains:
Paracetamol 500 mg

Therapeutic Activity:
Analgesic, antipyretic.

Indications:

- Paramol is indicated to relieve mild to moderate pain and to reduce fever

- Paramol is most effective in relieving low intensity pain of nonvisceral origin

- For the prophylaxis of fever associated with administration of DTP
(Diphtheria, Tetanus toxoids and Pertusis) vaccine.

Contraindications:

- Paramol is contraindicated in patients of known hypersensitivity to Paracetamol

- Repeated administration of Paramol is contraindicated in patients with anemia, cardiac,
pulmonary, renal or hepatic disease.

Side Effects:

Paramol is relatively nontoxic in therapeutic doses

In addition to the desired effects of Paramol, side effects may occur during the course of
taking this medicine, example: Skin rash, itching, ulcers, sore throat, weakness, cloudy
urine, black tarry stools and pinpoint red spots on the skin.

Side effects of Paramol that require special attention . Treatment should be discontinued if
any appear:

Allergic reactions: Swelling of the face, mouth & throat,difficulty breathing, itching or rash
if more than recommended is taken & you have diarrhea, vomiting, stomach pain or
abdominal cramp.

Precautions:
Patients sensitive to aspirin may not be sensitive to Paracetamol.

Drug Interactions:

If you are taking another drug concomitantly or if you have just finished treatment

with another medicine, inform your physician in order to prevent hazards or lack of
efficacy arising from drug interactions.This is especially important in the following:
Anticonvulsants: phenothiazine, phenytoin, barbiturates and carbamazepine
Concomitant administration of isoniazid with Paramol may result in an increased risk of
hepatotoxicity

Excessive consumption of alcohol may increase the risk of Paramol-induced
hepatotoxicity.




Pregnancy, Nursing and Pediatrics use:
There are no restrictions on the use of Paramol in pregnant and nursing women
Use in infants and children are allowed.

Warnings:
e Paramol tablets should be discontinued if hypersensitivity reactions occur.
e Paramol tablets should be used with caution in patients with preexisting anemia.
e Paramol tablets should not be taken with other Paracetamol containing medicines.
e Paramol contains Paracetamol. Sever liver damage may occur if patient:
- Take more than 8 tablets in 24 hrs
- Take with other drugs containing Paracetamol.
- Consume alcohol drinks during treatment period.

To Avoid Poisoning:

1. Keep the medicine out of the reach of children

2. If an excessive dose is taken or if a child swallowed the medication accidentally,

seek help at an emergency and take the remaining medicine with you

3. Do not induce vomiting without consulting your physician

4. Do not take your medication in the dark, always read the label and make sure
you are taking the right medication

. Always notice the expiry date and never use medicine after the mentioned date.

. Avoid exposure of the drug to excessive heat and humidity during storage

7. Use the drug only as prescribed and do not exceed the recommended dose.

Dosage:
Paramol should not be used for self-medication of pain for longer than 5 consecutive

days and of marked fever (greater than 39.5 °C ) longer than 3 days unless directed by
a physician

The following is the recommended dosage:

Paramol Suppositories:

Pediatrics: Up to 2 years of age: dosage must be individualized by the physician
Children (2-4 years of age): 1 suppository (150 mg) every 4 hours

Children (4-6 years of age): 1-2 suppositories (150 mg) every 4 hours

Children (6-9 years of age): 1 suppository (300 mg) every 4 hours

Children (9-11 years of age): 1-2 suppositories (300 mg) every 4 hours
Children (11-12 years of age): 2-3 suppositories (300 mg) every 4 hours

Paramol tablets:
- One tablet every 3 hours or 2 tablets every 6 hours.
- The maximum dose of Paramol tablets is 8 tablets daily

Storage:
Store at temperature between 15-30 °C

Protect suppositories from freezing.

A box of 20 tablets

A box of 5 suppositories (150 mg)
A box of 5 suppositories (300 mg)
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
