Prescription Only Medicine

Composition:
Each film-coated tablet contains:

Desloratadine 5 mg

Therapeutic Activity:
Antihistamine (H; receptor antagonists).

Indications:
Delorax is indicated for the relief of symptoms associated with allergic rhinitis and symptoms
associated with urticaria.

When Should This Preparation Not Be Used:

Delorax is contraindicated in the following conditions:

- Known hypersensitivity to Desloratadine or Loratadine
- Children under 12 years of age.

Do Not Take This Medicine Without Consulting Your Physician Before Starting Treatment:
- Ifyou are suffering or have suffered in the past from impaired function of the kidney/urinary tract

- If you are pregnant or breastfeeding
- Ifyou are sensitive to any type of food or medicine.

Warnings and Precautions:
Rarely, Delorax may cause drowsiness which may affect the ability to drive and use machines.

Side Effects:

In addition to the desired effects of Delorax, some side effects may occur during the course of
treatment such as: Headache, dry mouth, fatigue (in adults), fever, diarrhoea and sleeplessness (in
children below 2 years of age).

Side effects that require special attention:
Rare: Severe allergic reaction (difficulty breathing, wheezing, itching, swelling, rash)

Stop treatment and refer to the doctor immediately if you have:

Tachycardia and palpitations, abdominal pain, nausea, vomiting, upset stomach, diarrhea, dizziness,
drowsiness, difficulty falling asleep, muscle pain, hallucinations, seizures, restlessness accompanied
by excessive body movements, jaundice (nausea, yellowing of the eyes or skin), abnormal values of
liver functions

In the event that you experience any side effects not mentioned in this leaflet, or if there is a change in
your general health, consult your physician immediately.

Drug Interactions:
No interactions with other drugs are expected. However, if you are taking another medicine

concomitantly or if you have just finished treatment with another medicine, inform your physician in
order to prevent hazards and lack of efficacy resulting from drug interactions.



To Avoid Poisoning:
1. Keep the medicine out of the reach of children

2. If an excessive dose is taken, or if a child swallowed the medication accidentally, seek help at an
emergency department and take the remaining medicine with you

3. Do not induce vomiting without consulting the physician

4. Do not take the medication in the dark, always read the label and make sure you are using the right
medication

5. Always notice the expiry date and never use the medicine after the printed date

6. Avoid exposure of the drug to excessive heat and humidity during storage

7. Use the drug only as prescribed.

Recommended Dosage
- Adults and adolescents 12 years and over: 1 tablet once daily

- Do not exceed 5 mg in 24 hours.

Directions For Use:
- Delorax can be taken with or without food
- Swallow Delorax whole with water. Do not chew it.

Missed Dose:

- Take the missed dose as soon as you remember, unless it is almost time for your next dose, in
which case, skip the missed one and continue as per your regular dosing schedule

- Do not double the dose to make up for the missed dose.

Storage:
Store this medicine in its original package at temperature below 30°C.
